Higashiyama, with its impressive crimson latticed townhouses and stone-paved roads, is one
of Kanazawa's leading tourist destinations. In addition to traditional restaurants that have
stood here for many years, recently, countless cafes and shops have also sprung up in
renovated town houses, and the whole area is alive with visitors.

Kazuemachi area

- Enjoy the exhilarating sense of exploration

Tucked down narrow alleyways, you will find all sorts of restaurants and bars housed in
buildings with traditional architecture, and, compared with Higashiyama, this area has a quieter,
calmer atmosphere overall. It's not only great during the day, but also in the evening a stroll
alongside the Asano-gawa river, reflecting the light from the streetlamps, is simply magical.
